Fun fact: The Bavar-
ian Belle was brought from Arkansas to Michigan in 1999 and 
then carefully restored!  This evening, Michigan’s largest wooden 
covered bridge, the 239 foot long Holz Brücke, will take us across 
the Cass River to the charming Bavarian Inn.  We’ll marvel at the 
bridge’s craftsmanship, which was pulled into place over a span of 
12 days at a rate of only three inches per minute by a team of oxen
